Memorial Day dates back to the American Civil War.  
It started as an event to honour soldiers who had died 
during the war.  The original national celebration of 
Decoration Day took place on 30 May 1868.   In the late 
19th century, the holiday (previously known as  
Decoration Day) became known as Memorial Day and 
was expanded to include the deceased veterans of all the 
wars fought by American forces.   
Memorial Day is viewed as a time 
of honour, remembrance and vis-
iting cemeteries.  Many will wear 
or put on a display of red poppies 
on this day as a symbol of fallen 
soldiers. This tradition grew out 
of the famous poem by Canadian 
John McCrae known as  
óIn Flander's Fieldsô, where  
Moina Michael conceived an idea to wear red poppies 
on Memorial day in honour of those who died serving 
the nation during war.
